Commission reply, received on 30 April 2014
The Commission would like to point out that the EU rules governing the granting of asylum in the legislation on the Common European Asylum System only apply on the territory of an EU Member State and where an asylum application has actually been submitted. If and when an application is received by an asylum seeker present on its territory, it is the responsibility of the relevant Member State authorities to assess it in line with the standards laid down in the legislation on the Common European Asylum System.
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
